From Victoria Railway Station (2 miles), take the bus to Oxford Street and Marble Arch. The hotel entrance is situated on
Bryanston Street, one road back from Oxford Street. Paddington and Marylebone Stations are also 2 miles away.

Air

From Heathrow (18 miles), take the Heathrow Express train (every 15 minutes) to Paddington Station. A taxi ride from
Paddington will take 10 minutes to get to the hotel.
